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INTRODUCTION 

This report provides a comprehensive review of the presentations, discussions and 

outcomes of the 6th workshop of the international ACRE initiative.   

 

The 6th ACRE Workshop: Applications of Reanalysis Products brought together the 

ACRE community and its partners to discuss the results of activities in the three 

interlinked areas that define the initiative: data, reanalyses, and user needs.  The 

emphasis at this meeting was on current and potential uptake of the ACRE-facilitated 

20th Century Reanalysis Project output and products by the climate science 

community, and the wide ranging climate applications and services, policy makers, 

planners, environmental managers, educational and public sectors.  Such workshops 

provide a venue for assessing ACREõs progress in the efficient use of the products it is 

both producing and facilitating with its international partners.   

 

This workshop also showcased ACREõs ongoing developments in the areas of citizen 

science, massive-scale data handling and web-based capabilities, state-of-the-art high-

resolution visualisations of data, metadata, data images and reanalyses products. The 

successful development of this technology is crucial to making the full impact of the 

output and outreach from the international ACRE initiative as user friendly, tailored 

and shaped as possible. 

 

This Workshop was held in conjunction with the European Commission Seventh 

Framework Programme (FP7) European Re-Analysis of global CLIMate observations 

(ERA-CLIM) and EURO4M (European Reanalysis and Observations for Monitoring) 

projects, plus the UK Arts and Humanities Research Council (AHRC) Historic Weather2 

Network project and the Global Climate Observing System (GCOS).  Overall, this 

meeting served to forge stronger and closer linkages within the ACRE community.
